
The Council runs campaigns on grass verge parking, milk bottle top recycling, plant pot
recycling, a programme of litter picks and has planted a large number of trees across the
Town including 36 trees along South Road, the Town's main shopping area. The big-ticket
project is the purchase of land which will accommodate a large tree planting scheme. To
this end, discussions have begun with a company called Carbon Footprint, who provide
trees for free, paid for by large and small companies who contribute finance to pay for the
trees against their carbon footprint. 

The Council has committed to reviews all of its services to ensure they fit into the Town
Council’s Neighbourhood Plan and its business plan Destination Haywards Heath, which
drives the Council’s strategic aims for the development of the Town.
